still had a  bald patch the size of a saucer on her 

back! And thankfully she is still friendly towards 

other dogs and it has not changed her attitude 

to meeting new dogs.  
 

Pet Blood Bank UK depends on the generosity 

of donors and their owners to provide life sav-

ing products to the veterinary profession. From 

a donors point of view, the process of collecting 

canine blood is apparently quite simple, and they 
hold blood drives at veterinary practices. The 

PBBuk team then takes the donations back to 

their lab in Loughborough. At the present time 

they cannot travel further than 2 hours from the 

lab for the blood drives due to time constraints. 

However, they are currently raising funds for a 

mobile unit to collect donations on the move.

She was bleeding really badly, and Sue called 

the local vet who advised her to drive straight 

to Monmouth (the nearest stocked blood bank 

to the west of England). Without their assis-

tance Pip’s story may have ended differently as 

she needed just over 6 ounces of blood during 

her treatment. Sue reports that she is much 

better now, and five weeks after the incident 

her wounds were healing nicely, although she
